2 ENTRY REGULATIONS

¢ Any ADIPAV registered boat may enter the regatta.

¢ Competitors shall comply with the international ( Adipav ) or regional ( nosepasa )
class organisation membership.

¢ Crew substitution of the registered sailor is not permitted.

¢ All competitors entering the race shall have third party liability insurance. Competitor’s proof of
insurance and coverage shall be provided at registration.
